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The CommunityOs Authority

The last article concluded with reference to Mk.
3:19b-35, which is an amazingly honest story
about “Jesus Christ, the Son of God.” (Mark 1:1)
Unflattering biblical stories are judged extremely
trustworthy because there is no reason to fabricate
them. This pericope indicates Mary’s uneven
acceptance of Jesus’ identity, but it also speaks
dramatically of Mary as His mother. She worries
about Jesus and is frightened for Him. Mary, as
would any good mother, tries to protect her son.

This reality of Mary’s relationship of faith to her
son and then her Easter conversion to a full faith
in Jesus as Christ may lie behind the later Evan-
gelist John’s story of her at the cross, the only
Gospel story of her presence at Golgotha. The
“Behold your son,” “Behold your mother” lines
referring to the Beloved Disciple and Mary may
signify a post-Easter integration of Mary within
the group of Jesus’ closest followers. Mary is not
separate or above the church; after the
resurrection, she becomes a part of it.

The church is the Spirit-defined community of
faith. It is the community that empowers and
sanctifies. No one is above the community, not
even Mary who is remitted by Jesus into the care
of the Beloved Disciple. We can’t imagine that
the Beloved Disciple and all that he may represent
supersede the authority of the community either.
In John’s Gospel, the Beloved Disciple may ac-
tually represent all believers. If, however, he does
instead signify a particularly inspired mediator and
interpreter of Jesus’ message, then his example
still points to the authority of the community.

This can be said based on the example of John’s
own disciple, St Ignatius of Antioch. Garry Wills,
the Pulitzer Prize winning author and history
professor explains: “What makes the bishop the
principal symbol of such oneness? The fact that
they elected him. The contemporary document,
Didache, the next-earliest text that speaks of
bishops’ authority, tells the community, ‘You
yourselves must lay hands on bishops and deacons
that are worthy of the Lord’ (15:1). The Ignatian
bishop is usually called ‘monarchical’ because

Ignatius wants him to be the single leader at the
top of the community. But that is a misnomer. He
is a democratic leader chosen by the people. All
his authority comes from that election by Christ’s
body. Those who withdraw from the congregation
into faction are rejecting the people’s choice, the
authority of the body that chose the bishop.”
(Structures of Deceit: Papal Sin, p. 161)

Once again we come back to the recurring theme
of every Christian’s sensus fidei (“sense of faith”).
The grace of baptism initiates a person in the faith,
and also empowers that faith as a part of the auth-
ority of the community. The Spirit works through
the voice of the community; it is the community
that authenticates authority. This same democratic
notion was “self-evident” to Thomas Jefferson
when he wrote the Declaration of Independence
232 years ago this month. He writes: “That to
secure these rights, governments are instituted
among men, deriving their just powers from the
consent of the governed.” Or, as our country was
reborn during the Civil War, Lincoln proclaimed
the same sentiment at Gettysburg: “And that
government of the people, by the people, for the
people, shall not perish from the earth.”

Bp. Hodur honoured Jefferson by dedicating St.
Stanislaus Church on July Fourth, and paid tribute
to Lincoln by depicting him in a stained-glass win-
dow of the Cathedral. Our church understands and
appreciates that her authority is founded upon the
legitimacy of the Spirit-inspired community.

Our democracy functions as a means for God to
continually reveal Himself to us. In 1988 Dr. Saul
Perlmutter was one of the discoverers of the com-
pletely unexpected “dark energy” that is forcing
the universe apart at increasing rates. No one
knows what it is, but it has been measured with
increasing accuracy. Dr. Perlmutter reported
recently that the analysis of 300 supernovas has
provided the best measurements of dark energy
available, and then he concluded by saying, “for at
least the next 15 minutes.” (NYT, 6/3/08, p. D4)
What if his faith in collective wisdom could be
appreciated in similar fashion by the church? ...
